September 24, Feast of Our Lady of the Kings; in Fuerteventura: September 18, Feast of Our Lady of La Pefia; in Gran Canaria: September 8,
Feast of Our Lady of El Pino; in La Gomera: October 5, Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe; in La Palma: August 5, Feast of Our Lady of Las Nieves; in
Lanzarote and La Graciosa: September 15, Feast of Our Lady of the Volcanoes; in Tenerife: February 2, Feast of the Virgin of Candelaria.”

2.In the Autonomous Community of Catalonia, Order EMT/66/2025, of April 30, 2025, establishing the official calendar of public holidays in

Catalonia for the year 2026 (Official Gazette of the Catalan Government of May 6, 2025) provides that: “In the territory of Aran, the public holiday
of December 26 (Sant Esteve) is replaced by that of June 17 (Aran Day), Wednesday.”
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
